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The third mandate of this majority is an historic one and crucial for Albania of the 
decade that has just begun and especially for the steps that will accompany the future 
of our children.

That is why the governing program is conceived as a careful and detailed plan of 
reforms and actions, which aims to materialize in every cell of government the "Alba-
nia 2030" vision, a major project that embodies our ambition to take Albania to the 
next level of developing.

After two challenging mandates for the socialist governance, after the first mandate 
during which the most difficult but necessary reforms for the country were imple-
mented, and after the second mandate during which we successfully faced two con-
secutive disasters, such as the earthquake and the pandemic, today we have strong 
foundations on which to build Albania of 2030, a European state that sets another 
standard of governance in the service of the Albanian citizens.

The third mandate organically starts with clear objectives on how we will build, step 
by step, our European future, relying first on five main pillars:

1. Economic recovery  from the earthquake and the pandemic;

2. Welfare for all,  which will translate into a developed economy that creates   
 opportunities for all.

3. Modernization for the development  of productive economy, tourism, energy,  
 agriculture, digital economy, transport and services;

4. Family as the foundation on which we build the future;

5. Strong Albania, with a strong state, attention for every Albanian and with   
 dignity in the world.

We stand up stronger after two consecutive earthquakes and the pandemic

This mandate cannot begin without the responsibility of recovering after disasters. 
Albania was hit by two consecutive disasters, the earthquake and the pandemic, but 
we managed to recover within a year thanks to solidarity, civic sense and a fully-com-
mitted government so that no one was left alone. We recovered also thanks to the 
reforms undertaken in the first term, which saved the country from the catastrophic 
situation where we found it in 2013 and without which it would have been almost 
impossible for us to win the battle on two fronts, that of earthquake and pandemic.

We cannot prevent natural disasters, but the way we react to them, how we respond 
to citizens in difficult days and how we anticipate coping with them in normal times, 
shows a lot about our political family, our national responsibility and the unquestion-
able will to build the state.

Preserving the lives of our fellow citizens is our basic obligation; therefore, we under-
took to fight the pandemic by all means. We were among the first to take the difficult 
road to closure and devised a clear pandemic management plan to keep the spread of 
the virus under control and treat within extremely difficult conditions.

We secured the vaccine and started the vaccination process. Every Albanian citizen 
will have the opportunity to be vaccinated by spring of 2022.

Reconstruction is an entirely social and development unique program with a focus on 
citizens. Like no other country before, we undertook to rebuild every house destroyed 
by the earthquake. To all the families left homeless, the government will donate a 
new, better, stronger and more beautiful house for free, which they can bequeath to 
future generations, sell and enjoy with full rights.

We guaranteed the necessary financial resources to implement the Reconstruction 
process. The Donors' Conference on February 17th, 2020, was not only a touching 
expression of the human solidarity of the friends of Albania, but also a direct expres-
sion of the trust of international partners in the Albanian government.

Reconstruction continues every day with a new home, a new school, a new neighbor-
hood. All the areas affected by the earthquake have become a construction site and in 
many of them the buildings are being rebuilt from the foundations and new neighbor-
hoods are being revived for over 42 thousand families.

We have already received the first signs of economic recovery, which will be complete 
within 2022 thanks to the vision of our work. The recovery is giving the first tangible 
signs. The economic growth of the first quarter reached 5.5% and all economic data show 
that the second quarter will be a record. Employment figures show a significant and tan-
gible increase in employment, with a decrease in the unemployment rate to 11.6%.

 

Economic development to the benefit of every Albanian. 

The Socialist majority government of the third term believes in a society that offers 
equal opportunities and in a state that cares equally and fairly for all its citizens.

We believe that our society has an obligation to care for the poorest and those who 
have fewer opportunities and feel excluded, so we remain committed to the principle 
that those who earn less pay less, and those who earn more pay more.

A fair progressive tax will remain a cornerstone of our governance program to ensure 
well-being for all.

We believe that Albania is and will continue to be even better thanks to the dedicated 
and selfless work of thousands of civil servants, doctors, nurses, firefighters, teachers, 
educators, engineers, law enforcement officers, etc., who, in these two years of disas-
ters, have shown as never before with the force of example that solidarity and love for 
the homeland are the invisible artery that holds our society together. We are commit-
ted to providing dignified working conditions and a well-deserved reward for the sac-
rifices of each of them.

We believe in the youth of this country as a force that will accelerate progress towards 
Albania of the next generation; therefore, we are committed to providing them not 
only better education opportunities in priority areas such as natural sciences, informa-
tion technology and engineering, but real opportunities to be future entrepreneurs in 
the fields of innovation and technology, for a worthy competition in the global market.

The Urban Renaissance was the beginning of a radical transformation that affected 
almost all urban centers in the country over eight years. The city centers have been 
reborn today thanks to the largest investments in 30 years, along with economy, em-
ployment, tourism, property value and new local enterprises.

Vlora, Shkodra, Korça, Berat and Gjirokastra, as well as dozens of cities, have been 
reborn as dignified urban and social centers and have returned to the precious stones 
of the Albanian civilization necklace.

Tirana is becoming more and more not only the capital of Albania, but a reference 
point in the region and a European metropolis.

Our work plan will continue to extend to the rural rebirth, a work started in the second 
term. We have an obligation, through rural revival, to give a new impetus to rural 
development by investing more in infrastructure, health and education services, 
water supply and sewerage, knowledge transfer and innovation in the field of 
agro-processing, tourism and the environment.

A strong economy based on modernization, productivity and competitiveness.

During the first two terms, this government showed that it can ensure a strong econo-
my, with sustainable growth and internationally recognized. After overcoming the 
crises and stabilizing the basic systems of legality, competitiveness and justice, led by 
the Socialist Party Albania will enter the path of modernization of productive econo-
my, tourism, digital economy, agriculture, connectivity and energy. 

We will ensure that sustainable economic growth continues and its effects are felt by 
every citizen of the country.

By investing in technological development, we will foster a strong manufacturing 
economy, ensuring that successful companies and start-ups in the country create 
added value in the production chain. Manufacturing companies will no longer be lim-
ited to the active processing regime for international 'brands', but will move to the 
next level, in the full production cycle by promoting the "Made in Albania" brand, 
with which we will compete globally.

Albania will be a regional hub for new ventures in the digital economy, providing digni-
fied jobs for the country's youth.

Albania will become the first choice as a tourist destination in the region and a more 
important destination for the whole of Europe. Combining beach tourism, sea and 
sailing, with mountain and nature ecotourism, agritourism, cultural heritage and fan-
tastic cuisine, ‘Albanian hospitality’ will be restored to our pride and will become a 
main source of economy and employment.

Agriculture has become today one of the main engines of the country's economic 
development. Albania will increase production, increase quality and standard certifi-
cations, becoming an increasingly important player in agricultural exports. Together 
with investments in infrastructure and services in the village agriculture will provide 
the opportunity to build a prosperous life in the Albanian village.

Investments in road infrastructure that improves the movement of people and goods 
with safety standards and an impact on economic development and tourism will contin-
ue in the third term, not only in improving existing axes but also in building new roads.

Albania will have more than one airport, with a focus on tourism but also on the 
movement at lower costs for Albanian citizens.

Albania will have modern ports, cargo ports, hydrocarbon ports, passenger ports and 
marinas, specialized in their services.

Modern yacht ports and marinas located along the entire coastline and aimed at 
development, as part of the best tourist offer of the Mediterranean Sea, will be the 

novelty of this third mandate to guarantee tourism the priority announced in the elec-
toral campaign program.

Albania will be a net exporter of electricity throughout the region, with a much more 
diversified energy system and a country that will compensate for the reduction of its 
renewable hydropower reserves during droughts with green energy, produced by 
solar and wind power plants.

The modernization of services and digital infrastructure is an inalienable and irre-
placeable instrument to fight corruption and to rapidly increase the quality of public 
services, as well as the productivity of entrepreneurship. For this reason, we are 
strongly committed to fulfilling our ambition to have every possible service be provid-
ed online to citizens and businesses.

A strong family is a strong Albania

We believe that the government should be close to every family, starting from forma-
tion and in every fundamental step of its development.

The legitimate aspiration of young couples to start a family and have a home is the 
strong reason to support them in the expansion of the family, starting from the care of 
the future mother during pregnancy, to the birth, the baby bonus, primary care and 
education of children.

The knowledge society is our vision for Albania 2030. Patriotism that is nurtured and 
grows with the younger generations in an educational system that educates, challeng-
es, inspires and molds children with love for the country, but also prepares them to be 
competitive with their peers in the world.

Building an accessible education system with modern infrastructure as we have begun 
to show will be another major objective of this mandate. We will promote the orienta-
tion of young people in science, technology, engineering and mathematics, fields that 
guarantee not only a secure future for them but also the development and competi-
tiveness of the country.

We need to prepare the younger generations to be competitive in the new global real-
ity; therefore, we will train them in foreign languages from the first grade, in coding, 
and we will internationalize our university in cooperation with sister universities.

We believe that health is a universal right for all and not a privilege of the minority, so 
we will continue to aim for a universal health system that offers every Albanian a 
dignified, quality, equal and free service.
 

We believe that we can have a better future if we show respect for those who have 
guaranteed us the present, so we will continue to support senior citizens with pen-
sions, without undermining the reform achieved, with special services and new recre-
ational spaces.

We have laid the foundations and we want to strengthen the model of an inclusive 
and solidary Albania, where together we are close to the neediest, the elderly, families 
who receive financial assistance and those with special needs.

A dignified country that cares for all Albanians, and a dignified partner of our allies.

In 2013, Albania was an insecure country in the eyes of foreign investors and international 
partners, with a ruined image as a result of the absence of the rule of law, due to corrup-
tion infiltrating every cell of the judicial system taken hostage and promoting impunity 
and looting of property, thus leaving us last on the path to European integration.

Today, Albania is a different country, but we are aware that our battle to eradicate cor-
ruption, revive a rotten justice system, improve the country's image in the region and 
in the world, is an ongoing battle, and the bold justice reform will take us not only 
where we can go, but also where we aspire to go in order to have a stronger Albania.

Thanks to Justice Reform and Vetting, more than half of the judges have been expelled 
from the system. We will continue with the same determination our fight for a 
rule-of-lawn Albania by shortening the duration of court proceedings for citizens. 

Today Albania is closer than ever to the European Union. We have finalized a difficult 
justice reform alongside many other reforms, thanks to which Albania is today a much 
better and safer country to live.

We have put on the right track the property-related issue, which will provide more securi-
ty for Albanian citizens and enterprises, as well as further encourage foreign investment.

We have strengthened the image of Albania as a dignified partner in the world, and 
today our country is able to defend the interests of all Albanians. 

The United Europe is our compass and the natural family where we belong, but where 
we are still missing. Our foreign policy is based on a clear strategic principle, which is an 
inalienable strategic alliance with the United States of America and the European Union.

The COVID-19 pandemic that stopped life, hindering normal progress and develop-
ment and casting shadows of uncertainty over the future of the whole world, hit our 
country immediately after the devastating earthquake of November 26th, 2019, thus 
multiplying our challenges and our responsibilities more than ever.

Two hard blows one after the other that no one else but the Socialist Party govern-
ment could withstand. We are winning the battle to get up stronger after these blows 
day after day. Just as even stronger from the ruins of the earthquake are emerging the 
families that have lost their homes, the children and teachers who have lost schools, 
kindergartens and nurseries, and the communities of eleven municipalities that are 
being reborn, safer and more beautiful in the new neighborhoods.

Recovery will remain of prime importance in our work. Albania will not only be healed 
from the earthquake and pandemic in 2022, but through the recovery plan we will create 
many new jobs to support the most affected economic sectors, such as tourism and trans-
port companies that will get back on the right path of economic productivity growth.

 

There will be no more traces of the earthquake by the end of the spring 2022

Reconstruction is today the largest urban, economic and social program, which guar-
antees more than just recovery after the earthquake. Every family that has lost their 
home will receive a new one for free, better built and stronger, with international 
standards, just as 

Every family that lost their home will receive a new one, free of charge, better built, 
stronger, more beautiful, with international standards, as well as all schools, nurseries, 
kindergartens and public facilities. Today the entire damaged area is a construction 
site, which has created massive employment and a significant economic impact.

We have allocated over sixty billion ALL from the state budget for the Recovery Pro-
gram for the next three years. 100% of the grants promised in the Donors' Conference, 
three hundred million Euros are active in over thirty concrete projects for housing, 
education and public infrastructure. 

Over thirty-three thousand four hundred families have received grants for reconstruc-
tion in the amount of 12.7 billion ALL, in addition to the reconstruction of common 
facilities in over one thousand hundred condominiums. 

Thirteen thousand three hundred and twenty-five citizens have received rental vouch-
ers, payments that will continue until they return to their new homes. Twenty-seven 
schools have been completed, while work continues every day on the new construc-
tion sites of educational facilities, buildings and public infrastructure in the new neigh-
borhoods, which will serve five hundred thousand inhabitants.

Four hundred and fifty companies have employed over twenty-four thousand workers 
in about three thousand hundred construction sites, where new buildings, incompara-
ble to those destroyed by the earthquake, are taking shape every day.

There will be no trace left of the devastating earthquake of November 26th, 2019 by 
the end of spring 2022!

● Four thousand five hundred new individual dwellings will be finished and ready  
 to welcome all those who have lost their homes.

● The thirteen thousand families benefiting from the rental vouchers will continue  
 to receive it in addition to other benefits until the day the keys of their new   
 homes are handed over to them.

● Twelve thousand apartments in the new neighborhoods will be built to house  
 all the families who lost their apartments.

● Twenty-eight new public infrastructure sites will be completed by spring 2022.

● The new schools under construction are much stronger, much more modern  
 and able to respond to current needs.  

The rehabilitation and construction of over one hundred and sixty nurseries, kinder-
gartens, schools and dormitories will be completed by the spring of 2022.

The effects of the pandemic over a year have left significant traces in the daily lives of 
billions of people around the world, challenged health systems, science and technology, 
and resized business, services and employment.

We have been concerned from the outset to manage the pandemic, not only from the 
health point of view, but also from the economic point of view, so as not to leave alone thou-
sands of Albanian families, employees and self-employed directly affected by the pandemic.

With a comprehensive package of eighty billion ALL, the government's dedicated sup-
port to manage the effects of the pandemic is today equal to about 5% of GDP.

We have supported nearly half of the private sector employees in over 83,700 business-
es through the war salary and sovereign guarantee tools.

We have doubled the economic aid and unemployment benefit in 2020 and 2021, 
guaranteed the reimbursement of the drugs of the virus treatment package, forgiven 
the delays for electricity to over 210 thousand consumers and rescheduled the 2021 
tax returns of businesses.

Thanks to the good management and policies undertaken by the government, today we 
have restored all the jobs that were lost from the pandemic. Over 688 thousand em-
ployees were counted in December 2020 compared to the 677,500 in the same period 
of the previous year and to only 478 thousand in December 2013.

● Vaccination of the most vulnerable part of the population, the over 60s and   
 people with concomitant diseases, will be completed by September 2021.  

● We guarantee vaccination for the entire population over 16 by February 2022.

● We support companies in the most productive sectors of the economy, for an  
 even greater recovery after the pandemic, with the allocation of:

o € 50 million to businesses in the tourism sector, in the form of a guaran-
tee instrument;

o € 5 million to enterprise in the transport sector;

o € 5 million to businesses in the manufacturing sector, as a loan guarantee 
or extension of the maturities of existing loans.

Like any other crisis, the global COVID-19 pandemic has brought a new tragedy to the 
world, but at the same time also an opportunity to look to the future in a different light.

Many studies published today on the causes, consequences, and effectiveness of poli-
cies pursued by different countries in response to the pandemic suggest, first of all the 
need for a better coordination of national sectoral policies with a health-oriented 
approach, and second, a better coordination for a unified global response to challeng-
es that transcend national borders.

The pandemic has generated negative effects both in terms of health and of the eco-
nomic and financial aspects in education, transport, tourism, environment, social 
cohesion, etc. Estimates suggest that global output fell by 3.3% in 2020 compared 
with 1% during the 2008 global financial crisis, while some of the countries hardest hit 
were those with tourism or export-oriented economies.

Therefore, post-pandemic recovery policies will need to be redesigned to simultane-
ously address the effects and produce impact in many sectors.

Health requires sustainable development. Therefore, to respond to such challenges in 
the future, we will adapt and implement the “One Health mechanism as a new, inno-
vative policy, which will be integrated within a broad and coherent framework of poli-
cies, including economic, financial, technological, social but also foreign policy.

The “One Health” strategy is based on the principle of "Health in every policy" and 
"sustainable development" and aims to create structures and incentives to coordinate 
measures and policies in a number of sectors, mainly that of health, agriculture and 
environment, in a coherent cross-sectoral development strategy coordinated with 
international organizations such as WHO, FAO, OIE, etc., where the health of citizens 
is no longer seen simply linked to the health system itself, but also to the impact of the 
environment, food security, quality of life.

• We invest in building a strong, resilient and inclusive national health system by  
 increasing investment in health infrastructure, improving capacity, maintaining  
 the health workforce and promoting social care, which is just as important as  
 health care.

• We apply the “One Health” approach as a collaborative, cross-sectoral and   
 interdisciplinary approach implemented at the local, regional, national and   
 international levels, in order to achieve optimal health outcomes by recognizing  
 the important connection between health and the environment.

• We fight inequality caused by the Pandemic among different social categories.  
 We pursue policies dedicated to the most affected sections of the population  
 and enable their inclusion in health and social care.

• We build a data system that guarantees information on the "distribution" and  
 access of the population to health care, but also as a constant monitoring   
 mechanism to address inequalities.

• Promote innovation and increase the use of information technology in the   
 health sector.

• We prioritize the integration of health care and social services, providing   
 patient-focused care and building a strong primary care system.

• We give priority to the prevention of communicable and non-communicable diseases.

In the face of deep economic crises, like the one we inherited in 2013, many govern-
ments choose the difficult path of spending cuts by cutting wages and pensions. We 
struck a balance between the need for fiscal consolidation and maintaining the 
well-being of citizens by designing a comprehensive package of difficult but necessary 
reforms that rewarded the economy and citizens 

- We fought informality by increasing budget revenues by 42%; We reduced the  
 public debt and improved the debt service, thus significantly increasing the   
 ratio between the money invested and those borrowed. 

- We increased revenues in the state budget by 133 billion ALL more in 2019   
 compared to 2013. In 2021, it will be 157 billion ALL more than in 2013.

- We introduced fair progressive taxation and made it possible that whoever   
 earns less, pays less. Through the progressive tax alone, we have returned 960  
 million dollars to the citizens in 8 years;

- We reduced the unemployment rate to the historical record of 11%. We   
 increased fiscal facilities in key sectors and zeroed small business taxes.

- We increased the salaries of the public administration and the minimum salary  
 from 200 thousand to 300 thousand ALL.

The average yearly income per capita was 4,030 dollars in 2006-2013. We increased it 
to 4,717 dollars in the years 2014-2020. The average income per capita is estimated to 
rise up to $ 5,687 in 2021. Today disposable income is 27.5% more than in 2013.

We invested 59 billion ALL in the Urban Renaissance program, not only to revive cities, 
but also to give a new impetus to the economy, employment, tourism, property value 
and new ventures.

In Vlora, property values have doubled since the Urban Renaissance program. Busi-
ness revenues are 40% higher, while accommodation capacities in hotel structures 
have quadrupled.

The 30-million-euro Urban Renaissance investment in Korça generates at least as 
many million additional Euros of annual income. The municipality today collects 4 
times more local revenues than before, which translates into more public investments 
and services for citizens. The number of inns and tourism structures has doubled.

In the region of Shkodra the number of visitors has increased by an average of 30% in 
the last 4 years. The number of new enterprises increased by 42% in Shkodra, 30% in 
Puka, 83% in Malësia e Madhe after the completion of the Urban Renaissance program.

We paid real attention to the village for the first time by investing 200 million dollars 
in rehabilitating irrigation and drainage infrastructure.

We will continue to ensure economic growth and development for increased income, 
a dignified life and inclusion in economic life for all citizens, with an emphasis on small 
businesses, productive families, the village and the workforce which carry forward the 
country’s positive developments.

TARGETS:

● Economic growth will be on average 4.5% per year and will support an even   
 greater wage increase at national level.

● Accelerated fiscal consolidation targeting debt below 60% at the end of the   
 mandate.

● Increase of disposable income by 20% by the end of the term.

● Increase of the average gross monthly salary by 25% gradually until the end of  
 the mandate.

● Increase of public administration salaries.

Thanks to fair progressive taxation 670 thousand employees or 97% of employees in 
Albania today pay less. Citizens living with a minimum wage of up to 30 thousand ALL 
pay zero taxes.

An employee with an average salary of 52,800 ALL per month saves 27,786 ALL per 
year, or about 52.6% of a salary only by means of the progressive tax.

A nurse with an average salary of 65 thousand ALL per month saves 23,400 ALL per 
year, or 36% of the salary by means of the progressive tax.

A teacher with a salary of 75.5 thousand ALL per month gets back 19,602 ALL per 
year, or about 26% of the salary

In eight years, through the progressive tax alone, we have saved Albanian citizens on 
average 12.5 billion ALL per year.

105 thousand small businesses that have employed 150 thousand Albanians as of 
today pay ZERO profit tax thus saving 200 million dollars. Whereas the 100 largest 
businesses pay today, thanks to the progressive tax, 460% more taxes than used to pay 
with the flat tax.

Any citizen with a lower income will pay less in 2030 Albania. But those who earn more, 
will contribute more to the common well-being. The farmer, the worker or the teacher 
will never again carry a greater burden than the banker or the large entrepreneur.

● We raise the ceiling of non-taxable salaries from 30 thousand to 40   
 thousand ALL per month. With this amount, 435 thousand employees,  
 or 63.8% of the total employees, pay zero tax.

● We support the middle class by reviewing the progressive taxation top  
 band. The 23% tax will start to be applied on salaries over 200 thousand  
 ALL, to then increase to 250 thousand ALLK, from today's 150,000 ALL,  
 within the stated deadline.

● VAT refund for businesses will be automatic from January 1, 2023.

● 100% digital services to taxpayers. Inspectors will visit businesses when  
 they need verifications, but not more than once a year.

The minimum wage, the average wage and the wages of civil servants have experi-
enced the greatest real increase in the past eight years.

We restored the doctor’s dignity. Today, a doctor or nurse working in hospitals is paid 
63% more than in 2013. A doctor in a health center is paid 57% more. A nurse or lab 
technician at the health center is paid 68% more. Doctors and nurses in the front line 
of the fight against COVID-19 receive a 1,000-euro bonus on top of the monthly salary, 
500 Euros are intended for the support staff. Those specialist doctors who accept to be 
transferred to the regional centers receive a bonus of 250 thousand ALL on the salary.

We restored the dignity of the state police. Today, a police officer earns 46% more.

We restored the dignity of the teacher. A teacher in pre-university education is paid 
32% more. The largest ever salary increase for doctors and teachers came into force 
on January 1st, 2021: 40% more for doctors and 15% more for teachers.

The minimum wage increased by 50% in these 8 years, going from 22 thousand ALL to 
30 thousand ALL per month. While the average salary has increased from 58 thousand 
ALL to 72 thousand ALL.

We will gradually increase the salaries of the administration starting from July 2022:

• The salaries of teachers, doctors and nurses will be increased by 40% by the end  
 of the third term.

• The salaries of public administration employees will be increased by 30% by the  
 end of the third term.

• The average salary in the administration will be increased from 72 thousand ALL  
 per month to 85 thousand ALL per month by the end of the third term.

We acknowledge the great role played by family businesses and small business in cre-
ating employment and economic activity in the country. Therefore, support for them 
has been at the core of our fiscal and social policies during these eight years of government.

100% of small business was subject to 10% profit tax in 2013. During 2006-2013, the 
government then received about 19 billion ALL from small business, while during 
2014-2019, small business paid only 5.3 billion ALL or less than 1/3 of the previous 8 
years. So, we have left 13.7 billion ALL to small business to increase activity, and to 
increase the number of employees. It is no coincidence that the number of small 
businesses has tripled in these years, while taxes have been reduced, and as of today 
they are zero! There are about 105 thousand small businesses in Albania with 150 
thousand employees. These businesses registered 8,442 more employees at the end 
of 2020 compared to December 2019.

Small business will continue to be backed by ZERO taxes, with a particular attention to 
the Productive Family. We will support all those families that have the ambition to be 
productive in the Albanian economy by opening a family business that produces or 
provides services. The success and increase of their productivity will not only be finan-
cially supported and will benefit fiscal facilities, but will be accompanied by measures 
that expand the skills, knowledge and adaptation to modern methods of production 
and service.

• Small business with zero taxes.

• We continue to promote youth entrepreneurship. The support fund for new  
 start-ups will be 5-fold, reaching 10 million Euros.

• We will use the instrument of accelerated depreciation during the year, to   
 encourage investments with domestically produced equipment, paying attention  
 to energy-saving and environmentally friendly equipment, up to a quota of 40%.

• We will support emigrants to transfer to Albania the knowledge and skills   
 acquired, through support in the form of a grant in the amount of 5 thousand  
 Euros for every business started by a returned emigrant.

The attention turned to the village with the largest investments ever made for their 
connection with urban centers, the rebirth of cultural and historical heritage, the pro-
motion and growth of agritourism, has made the village today an attractive alternative 
to invest and create economy.

We will continue to be firm in our policies to increase the quality of life in the country-
side and to diversify spaces and opportunities for economic activity.

We will continue to mitigate the difference in living standards between urban and 
rural areas by promoting increased economic and social interactions through contin-
ued investment in water supply and sewerage, electricity, health and education 
services, road infrastructure and in improving production technology and knowledge.

● We will continue to support the growth of exports through:

o Investments that will be oriented to increase the chain in agro-processing.

o Discounts for the purchase of agro-processing machinery and equipment 
by offering existing enterprises the opportunity to use a double accelerated 
depreciation.

o Increased access to new international markets by announcing and facilitat-
ing trade agreements.

● We develop the village towards Rural Tourism through:

o Support mechanisms to increase the number of agritourism businesses 
and inns

o Incentive policies dedicated to immigrants, youth and the increase of 
women inclusion in the sector.

● Increased support in agriculture, livestock and rural development:

o € 70 million direct support to farmers through excise-free oil and national 
support schemes.

o € 146 million support through the IPARD III program.

o Zero VAT for:

• agricultural machines both in import and domestically;

• 27 customs fishing items;

• nets, ships, electronic equipment, refrigerators, ship engines, etc. 
on board fishing vessels, treated as board supplies;

o Zero fee for registration and compulsory vaccination of livestock;

o Diesel purchase from fishing vessels with 0 excise, 0 fuel tax and 0 carbon 
tax;

o 5% profit tax for Agricultural Cooperative Societies.

The modernization for development that we want to build for Albania is not only relat-
ed to technological progress or the dissemination of information, but is related to the 
creation of systems that create new and equal opportunities, which increase the 
speed of interaction and the quality of production in key areas for economic growth 
and the creation of new jobs in agriculture, infrastructure, tourism or manufacturing.

MANUFACTURING, INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY AND 
SERVICE BUSINESS
When we took the lead in the country, the employees of manufactories, one of the 
sectors that offers mass employment in the Republic of Albania, were among the 
lowest paid employees at national level, and most of them worked unregistered and 
without any protection. We restored the dignity of manufacturing employees by rais-
ing the minimum and average wages through a series of easing measures, such as the 
VAT exemption of raw materials or additional imported materials to be re-exported.

The Albanian government sees manufacturing enterprises as an important partner in 
increasing employment and the economy. The measures to be taken in the next term 
will promote the diversification of Albanian products, increase exports and further 
improve working conditions and financial treatment for employees in this sector.

During the first two terms our government has supported with the same vision busi-
nesses in the field of information technology by implementing fiscal facilities in order 
to promote, develop and consolidate private enterprises in this important sector of 
the economy of the future.

● A € 50 million guarantee instrument to be created for manufacturing in case of  
 change of orders, to cover the costs of replacement and switch to new   
 production lines.

● The "Innovation and Excellence in Manufacturing" and "Innovation and   
 Excellence in IT" programs to be created for training in innovation, design,   
 marketing, research and development by covering 100% of training costs. Costs  
 will be reimbursed 50% directly and 50% as double tax deductible to companies  
 where the beneficiary is employed.

● Only 5% profit tax for IT enterprises.

● A € 50 million guarantee instrument to be created for credit in IT.

Air gates are another opportunity for the sustainable development of the country's 
economy in general, and tourism in particular. At the same pace as in sea transport, 
the implementation of the strategy for the creation of a network of airports continues 
also in air transport, aimed at covering domestic, regional and intercontinental opera-
tions in order to give Albanian tourism the necessary impetus to become an economic 
pillar of the country, to create jobs for thousands of Albanian citizens, and to give local 
communities a much higher economic development than before.

The strategic objective of the Albanian government for the development of maritime 
transport focuses on the re-dimensioning of port infrastructure and maritime trans-
port through the expansion of port areas, complementation with areas of economic 
development, development and specialization of existing ports by primary economic 
sectors where they operate, and through increase of specialized structures for accom-
modation and provision of services for tourist, luxury, cargo or passenger vessels.

The implementation of the strategy for building an efficient and effective road trans-
port network available and accessible to all citizens continues in the road infrastruc-
ture sector, managed by reliable, transparent, well-performing authorities, and which 
significantly ensures mobility, quality of life and economic growth.

AIR, ROAD, RAIL AND MARITIME TRANSPORT

● Works for VIA (Vlora International Airport) to start within 2021 to make this   
 airport operational in 2024.

● The contract for the construction of SIA (Saranda International Airport) to be  
 signed to pave the way for the construction of the project.

● The works for the construction of Arbri Road to be completed.

● The Kardhiq-Delvinë road axis to be completed.

● Works for the construction of the Tirana-Rinas-Durrës Railway to start.

● Works for the transformation of the current Port of Durrës into a modern space  
 complete with a yacht marina, tourist infrastructure and residential complex to  
 start with an aim at putting Albania on the elite Mediterranean tourism map.

● Works for the Tirana Ring road to be completed.

● The implementation of the "Llogara Tunnel" project to be finalized.

● The contract for the design and construction of the Skavica Hydropower Plant,  
 the largest HPP in the country to be signed by 2022.

● The contract for the start of works for Vlora TPP, a project which includes the  
 conversion of Vlora TPP with LNG (liquefied natural gas), the construction of a  
 regasification terminal, the small-scale distribution of LNG, transforming Vlora  
 in a regional HUB to be signed by 2022.

● Works for the construction of 140MW Karavasta Photovoltaic Park, the largest  
 in the Balkans to start in the spring of next year.

● The Albanian Energy Exchange to become fully operational.

Until 2013, Albania was seen as an unsafe destination for tourists and attracted only 
adventure enthusiasts as well as our compatriots in the region and the world. Spon-
taneous developments in tourism su�ered from the lack of infrastructure, occupa-
tion of spaces, waste, illegal constructions and lack of supportive policies for this 
sector with a tremendous potential for the country's economy.

The tourism industry was concentrated only on the coast, while mountain tourism 
and hundreds of attractive areas of the country, along with the pearls of our cultural 
and historical heritage, were hidden in the dust of abandonment and degradation.

Environmental degradation had almost reached the point of no return, with illegal 
waste in every corner of Albania, with rivers turned into land�lls on one side and 
their beds stolen on the other, with forests being dramatically reduced and fauna 
under serious extinction threat.

We established control over the territory, returned to the citizens the unjustly occu-
pied public spaces and revived the cities from North to South, transforming them 
into urban and social spaces with a European spirit, organized for the residents and 
intended for the tourist visitors.

We imposed a moratorium on deforestation and hunting and planted 20 million trees.

We exempted from pro�t tax 4 and 5-star hotels for a period of 10 years; We reduced 
VAT to 6% for 5-star hotels as well as for accommodation and food services within 
the structures in tourism and agritourism enterprises.

From 45 days it was in 2013, we reached the year-round tourism and tripled the 
accommodation structures from 1074 to 3264 as of today. The in�ow of foreign 
nationals doubled from 3.2 million to 6.4 million during 2019.

The government has supported 10 thousand employees in 1214 businesses in the 
tourism sector with a sum of 0.4 billion ALL in order to help them in the di�cult con-
ditions created as a result of the pandemic.

From less than 50 thousand employees in 2013, today the tourism sector counts 60 
thousand employees directly and another 250 thousand indirectly.

● Integrated waste management in the whole territory according to the Master Plan.

● Reduction with the aim of eliminating disposable plastic packaging. 

● Reorganization of the National Coastal Agency with a new law dedicated to   
 Integrated Coastal Management, as well as strengthening inter-institutional   
 cooperation with coastal municipalities.

● Encouraging well-known international brands to invest or operate in Albania.

● Completion of the moving vessels process through the online entry-exit platform.

● Promotion of the Albanian Flag in the international market as a tax-free destination.

● Reorganization of the National Tourism Agency in response to the expected   
 tourist flows and the growing demands of tour operators.

CULTURE

● Implementation of the National Scheme "Revitalization Bonus", a funding for  
 the restoration and return of buildings within historic centers in sustainable   
 business models, which generate income and employment for the community. 

● Construction of the Art Park, a socio-cultural space in the area of the former  
 Kinostudio “Shqipëria e Re”, including the area around it, where the construction  
 of the Film Museum is envisaged with an aim at transforming the Albanian   
 Film Archive (AQSHF) into a contemporary unit of preservation and promotion  
 of the Albanian film according to the standards of the time.

● Start of the works for the construction of the Albanian Jewish Museum as an i 
 ntegral part of the revitalization project of the Historic Center of Vlora.

● Completion of the Durrës Amphitheater Revitalization project.

DIGITAL SOCIETY

The modernization of services and the consolidation of the digital infrastructure consti-
tute an inalienable and irreplaceable instrument to fight corruption and to rapidly 
increase the quality of services to the public. For this reason, we are strongly committed 
towards fulfilling our ambition that every possible service be provided online to citizens.

Albania today is the country with the most advanced digital services in the entire 
region. Of the 14 online services in 2013, we now have 1207 services or about 95% of 
all public services. The remaining 5% of public services cannot be digitized and provid-
ed electronically due to the need for physical presence of the individual.

The number of registered users on the portal is 36 times higher than in 2013, counting 
1,855,387 registered users. Citizens and businesses no longer collect documents and certifi-
cates as every state service document is collected by the public administration employees.

The reports of the most prestigious organizations in the world, from CBO, OECD, the 
US State Department and most recently the EU, give Albania very high ratings in digital 
governance as an important indicator of good governance and well-being of a coun-
try's citizens.

Albania of 2030 will be a fully digitalized Albania serving the citizen, entrepreneurship 
and the new generation. Electronic systems will be improved and modernized in every 
sector in order to automate and facilitate the life of the citizen and business as well as 
the public administration activity.

● Online response with signature or electronic stamp is provided for all services  
 in e-Albania, as well as digitize physical archives to increase the number of   
 services received in real time with electronic stamp.

● The e-Residence platform is created to enable foreign investments without the  
 need for the physical presence of investors, using the digital identity and   
 electronic services on e-Albania.

● The GovNet government network is expanded to reduce the cost of Internet  
 service to state institutions and increase data security.

● The recognition of the electronic signature and stamp is made possible with the  
 countries of the region.

 

A strong family is also a strong Albania and the support of families since the initial steps 
of its creation is therefore the largest investment we can make, the benefits of which 
have an extraordinary impact on society and the country’s economy.

We are the only force that has invested and supported young families starting with the 
housing program, the baby bonus to the tremendous investment in building and recov-
ery infrastructure, to the care for and education of children in contemporary conditions.

Children are the fundamental reason why politics should exist, why parties should fight 
in the battle of visions and ideas for tomorrow, why this Government should continue 
to be more self-demanding and fully committed more than ever. In our vision of Albania 
in 2030, children and young people have a special focus that goes beyond the infrastruc-
ture of services in their care and growth, focusing on new policies for better health, 
better education and alternative spaces that promote their training and talents.

We are committed to increasing the housing of young families, promoting youth em-
ployment and that of women and girls, with an increased quantity and quality of state 
services for families. We will increase economic assistance every year. We will increase 
pensions, and turn the year-end bonus for retirees into a permanent policy.

HOUSING

We adopted for the first time in 2016 the Social Housing Strategy and undertook the 
legislative reform which made possible the implementation of programs that address 
the needs of the neediest groups in the country by creating and increasing the 
inventory of social housing.

We have multiplied the funds made available for housing and in two terms we have 
distributed about 30 million dollars for the housing of 12,750 families, over 8 thou-
sand of which belonged to poor and disadvantaged communities.

We increased the inventory of social housing with 665 housing units from 2018 to 
2020; we also set up the online housing application system thus increasing transpar-
ency and facilitating citizens in collecting documentation, which is now collected by 
the local units administration.

We put a special focus on housing as an instrument that economically empowers 
families and promotes social development by improving living conditions for the 
neediest. We will further increase support for social housing programs by properly 
addressing the need of families for new housing and by creating more opportunities 
and security for young people to start a family and build a future in their own country.

● Young families will be offered 1 million ALL as support for the initial payment  
 and the reduction of interest for the purchase of the house.

● Social housing program: about 2000 thousand apartments will be built per   
 year in large municipalities with high demographic inflows for families who do  
 not benefit from the package of new families, through a special instrument of  
 sovereign guarantee by the government. The program starts within 2022 with  
 a 100-million-euro fund of the European Investment Bank.

● Increased number of female heads of households, people with disabilities,   
 orphans and the Roma and Egyptian community as priority beneficiaries of the  
 social housing program.

Thanks to the policies we implemented during our government, the Albanian State 
offers today to a newly-born child a complete package from the first day of life to the 
completion of higher education. The baby check and the network of new nurseries 
and kindergartens across the country make raising a child much easier today.

The revitalized urban centers with airy spaces that we returned to the families of the 
community with parks, playgrounds and greenery, were just a step towards increasing 
the quality of life, which thanks to the vision and commitment of the Socialist Party is 
today a tangible reality in every corner of Albania having as main beneficiaries par-
ents, children and grandparents.

We continued with the transformation of nurseries, kindergartens and schools into 
institutions with dignified spaces for the care, upbringing and education of our chil-
dren by expanding their function and turning them into community centers that serve 
families and residents.

250 thousand children enrolled in classes 1 to 7 benefit from free texts drafted in 
collaboration with "Oxford", "Cambridge" and "Pearson". Children in 17 categories in 
need or certain social categories receive free textbooks for the entire preschool cycle.

The Socialist Party and its government are committed to a new offer for the children 
of this country that provides better health, care and quality education and stimulates 
and enables them for a more secure future. An added value will be the programs dedi-
cated to their extracurricular cultural education.

● With a focus on care for new mothers and newborns, we continue to invest in  
 the maternity hospitals network; the two university hospitals of obstetrics and  
 gynecology will have new diagnostic and treatment services with modern   
 infrastructure by 2022.

● The free fertility package to be financed starting from 2022.

● 10 thousand ALL per month are offered for the expenses of the nursery/   
 kindergarten for families with incomes up to 100 thousand ALL per month.

● Two free-of-charge programs dedicated for eye and oral care to be created for  
 all children aged 6-15 years.

● Works for the construction of the National Center for Children to start by June  
 2022. With an area of about 4500 m2 near the artificial lake of Tirana this   
 center will be a multifunctional cultural pole dedicated to children as part of  
 Tirana Park Extension.

In 2020 Albanian education counted 263 new or completely renovated schools where 114 
thousand students study thanks to 130 million dollars invested in educational infrastructure.

In 2021 we continue with the reconstruction of 120 new schools where 40 thousand more 
students study. 

Vocational education, a form of education despised and neglected for a long time, has been 
one of the absolute priorities of our government in 2013-2021. As a result of the tripling of 
the budget, today we have a genuine network of modern vocational schools throughout 
Albania, where a total of 19 thousand young people are trained in accordance with the 
needs of the market.

Our plan for the development of the education system will provide Albanian students with 
knowledge and competitive skills as their peers in the EU. Vocational schools and universi-
ties will prepare the good citizen and successful employee of 2030.

By investing in research laboratories and ensuring the academic and scientific integrity of 
universities, the quality of the university product will be improved, while the diploma of 
each student will carry the value it should have. With infrastructure investments in universi-
ty campuses, the student experience will be improved and young people will be encouraged 
to pursue their dreams on Albanian university campuses.

● Learning English from the first grade of basic education. The teaching of English  
 as a compulsory subject from the first grade of basic education to begin in the  
 school year 2021-2022.

● Sport-oriented classes. The number of sport-oriented classes will progressively  
 increase throughout the country, from 223 to 423 starting from the school year  
 2021-2022, by adding new sports disciplines such as gymnastics, athletics and tennis.

● Free textbooks to all students of basic education. For the school year 2021-2022  
 the students of the eighth and ninth grade, counting a total of 280 thousand  
 pupils in primary education and special categories in secondary education, have  
 already been included in the school textbook scheme that will significantly ease  
 financial burden of their families. 

● Internationalization of Higher Education. Work will begin to open branches of  
 the best international universities in Albania, as well as joint and dual study   
 programs with them. The Ministry of Education, Sports and Youth (MESY) will  
 support the opening of English language programs at all Albanian universities.

Thanks to the reform undertaken in 2014, we saved the social security scheme from 
financial collapse, removed the ceiling for the maximum pension by increasing the 
benefits of pensioners by up to 30% and added 200 thousand more contributors to 
the scheme.

The new scheme included for the first time the right to a social pension providing ben-
efits to thousands of older people with no history of contributions or length of service. 
All this category of grandparents would have been abandoned with no income. 
Through the indexation of pensions with special inflation, as well as thanks to the 
end-of-year payment for the elderly, we have increased pensions by an average of 5% 
each year.

Miners, oil workers, metallurgists, finally have their special status that makes it possi-
ble for them to be recognized and appreciated after 30 years of hardships and difficul-
ties of the profession. This is guaranteed today by a special law that makes possible a 
higher pension compared to most pensions of other professions.

The social protection budget is higher today than ever before, reaching 10.5% of GDP. 
We reformed two programs of Economic Assistance and support for payments to 
people with disabilities. We tripled economic assistance to families and individuals in 
need. We removed the abusive and exclusionary criteria and built a transparent appli-
cation system, ensuring that this program guarantees inclusion.

With this reform we gave the opportunity to 10 thousand young families, who were 
excluded due to absurd criteria of the old scheme, to receive economic assistance for 
the first time in January 2018.

67 thousand families in need benefit from free health services (free family doctor, free 
basic health check-up, reimbursed medicines, etc.). They also benefit from compensa-
tion for electricity, monetary compensation for education and free textbooks, while 
people with disabilities, in addition to higher financial support, benefit also absolute 
advantage in housing, education or employment.

63,510 households across the country received double the Economic Assistance pay-
ment during the lockdown.

Thanks to our vision of Albania of 2030, these groups are supported with special 
attention through the expansion and financial growth of programs for protection and 
social inclusion, thus responding to the needs of the elderly and communities in need, 
as essential reasons of our strong faith in the solidarity society.

● The end-of-year pension bonus policy will become a permanent pension   
 increase policy, beyond indexation, without jeopardizing the scheme and   
 reform achieved. This policy will guarantee a continuous annual increase of   
 over 5% for each pensioner.

● The coverage scheme of families and individuals in need to be expanded and  
 access to employment to be increased by improving the connection with   
 employment schemes, with integrated services so that they their social   
 reintegration into social life can be achieved.

● The coverage of poor families with the economic assistance scheme, with   
 priority given to Roma and Egyptian families, to be expanded by 10% per year.

● The inclusion of women heads of households in the economic assistance   
 scheme to be increased by 10%.

● Through the Social Fund, the network of new centers and services in the   
 territory for children, women and the elderly in need will be expanded in   
 all municipalities of the country and the creation of 11 social enterprises will  
 be supported in order to assist women and girls.

HEALTHY ALBANIA

Only 43% of health expenditures were covered by public funding in 2013. We over-
turned that reality by increasing the health budget by 77% over 8 years.

Universal Health Coverage is our long-term objective to guarantee access, quality and 
security in the provision of health care. The policies undertaken have targeted vulnera-
ble and uninsured groups, guaranteeing them free or at minimal rates health services.

600 thousand uninsured, until yesterday completely excluded from health coverage, 
benefit from free basic medical examination, visits of the family doctor and reimburs-
able drugs.

We funded for the first time a Free Basic Medical Examination Program for the 35-70 
age group, from which 475 thousand people benefit every year.

More than 500,000 children and adults have benefited from vaccination programs for 
children and at-risk groups.

We saved family budgets more than $ 80 million a year through drug price reduction 
reform, the abolition of service fees, and funded health packages in public and 
non-public hospitals.

The "Health Site" continues to improve the infrastructure of the health system. We 
kept our promise for the reconstruction of 300 health centers across the country, 
improvement of infrastructure and the provision to university and regional hospitals 
of medical equipment and supplies.

We restored the dignity of doctors and nurses, providing better working conditions as 
well as merit-based employment of 1250 doctors and 3500 nurses. We increased the 
salaries of medical staff by 57%. The average gross salary of a doctor today is $ 1100. 
The average salary of a nurse today is $ 650. We put an end to the absurdity of the 
halting of specializations. Now there are over 1700 new specializations that meet the 
demand of hospitals for human resources with specialist doctors in every city of Albania.

We established for the first time the scheme of financial incentives with a bonus of 2.5 
million ALL on top of the salary for doctors working away from home to strengthen the 
capacity and quality of service in our regional hospitals.

The establishment of the National Medical Emergency Service and the investment in 
the fleet of new ambulances has set a modern standard thus halving the average arriv-
al time of emergency staff nationwide.

We will continue to support an integrated approach to the functioning of the public 
health system at all of its levels by focusing on the health of citizens as the only func-
tional mechanism that guarantees quality, accessible and safe health care for vulnera-
ble groups such as the elderly, children, women, people with disabilities, and which 
above all guarantees and shifts the focus from morbidity to the health of the population.

Our goal is that every Albanian citizen, regardless of their socio-economic status, will 
be fully guaranteed that will receive health services with the best standards at every 
stage of life, in health and disease, from birth to old age. We want Albanian health to 
be based on the values of solidarity and equality to ensure that no one is left behind.

The 2030 Health Transformation Program will affect all links of the health system, and 
Universal Health Coverage will remain our long-term goal.

● Piloting of the new model of hospital autonomy in the New Hospital in Fier to  
 start by 2022 and to continue later gradually in other hospitals, in order to   
 improve the management system of public hospitals according to a system that  
 rewards on the basis of performance and eliminates any abuse and irresponsibility at  
 the expense of citizens.

● By investing in infrastructure and technology, we will have four Hospital Hubs,  
 which will become Diagnostic and Treatment Reference Centers in the four   
 regions by 2025.

● 10 family medicine model centers to become operational with integrated   
 socio-health services, a focus on mental health issues, services for children and  
 youth and palliative care by 2024.

● The National Program of mobile specialized medicine to be built so that citizens  
 in the most remote areas of the country will have periodic access to health care.

STRONG ALBANIA

Albania enjoys today a prominent international reputation and makes a well-known and 
appreciated contribution to the fight against terrorism in maintaining global security.

From a country where the 25-year-old aspiration of Albanians for justice had crossed 
borders and turned into an international concern, Albania is today the country with 
the most radical reform of the justice system, a reform that is appreciated and sup-
ported internationally. Architecturally built in collaboration with our strategic allies, 
the reform has made possible the unexpected cleansing of the system, and its fruits 
are being seen today.

Until 2013 the country was plunged into crime and impunity, with a grim reputation 
due to drug and human beings trafficking. Today Albania has been removed from the 
black list of countries of origin of narcotics and countries included in the map of traf-
ficking in human beings, while its work in the fight against crime and increased securi-
ty for citizens is carried out in close cooperation with international allies.

Albanian diplomacy had no voice until 2013 and could not protect the interests of 
Albanians, leaving them abandoned in every country where they lived around the 
world. The interests of all Albanians are today at the center of our diplomacy, fulfilling 
at the same time the function of improving the image of our country.

ALBANIA OF LAW 

Justice reform, a historic reform devised, designed and supported by the government, 
is a key step in building a strong Albania. An Albania that is constantly growing econom-
ically, which deepens every day more and more detachment from corruption and 
illegality, where domestic and foreign investment is safe in safe property, is achieved 
only through the preservation, completion and consolidation of justice reform.

The Vetting process continues to yield tangible results for the further cleansing of the 
system from judges and prosecutors who have trampled on the dignity of Albanian 
justice over the years. 55% of already vetted judges and prosecutors have either been 
dismissed or resigned.

Justice reform is still a struggle to be won and our battles for its success, for the Albania 
of Law, will continue as a guarantee for the future, for Albania of 2030, with an immune 
system of justice and totally detached from the injustice and impunity we inherited.

TARGETS:

● Increased number of magistrates in the School of Magistrates.

● Increased access of citizens through the digitalization of the justice system   
 through the creation and operation of the "My Justice" Platform.

● Drafting and approval of the commercial Arbitration law and other alternative  
 justice mechanisms.

● Drafting of the new Criminal Code to toughen the fight against crime and impunity.

● Expansion and strengthening of anti-corruption coordinators network.

PROPERTY SECURITY

We inherited a legal chaos, with 16 laws that were directly related to property issues 
and that in many cases contradicted each other. Chaos, lack of property titles and 
uncertainty of property rights had brought about the curbing of domestic and foreign 
investment in the city and halted agricultural development in the countryside. About 
300,000 agricultural families which, even 20 years after the adoption of Law 7501, did 
not yet have a certificate of ownership.

In 2013 Albania still faced the dilemma of no European integration of the country 
without solving first the ownership problem.

The DP's biggest promise to hundreds of thousands of displaced families was the biggest 
lie that turned into only 21,000 legalizations in 8 years of government until 2013.

Free legalization of housing is one of the battles won by our government. 210,000 
legalized facilities are the indisputable proof of this.

We passed a new law on property treatment in 2015, with a clear scheme and finan-
cial bill for compensation, a law which also passed the difficult "exam" of the Stras-
bourg Court.

We approved the new law on the Cadaster in 2018, which laid the foundations for a 
new, complete, accurate and accessible property register in Albania.

The digitalization of property services made it possible for 100% of applications by 
citizens to be done online, and 100% of services to be provided online.

The property security barrier as a condition for European integration has fallen 
today. The positive assessments of the European Union reports of the last two years 
are the clearest evidence that credibility has been established internationally for the 
success of solving the property issue in Albania.

The legal and institutional reform undertaken during 2020 is the largest property 
reform in Albania. Our next challenge for Albania of 2030 is its implementation.

● The 30-year process of illegal constructions to end by 2022, when every   
 Albanian apartment that can be legalized will be legalized.

● All property services to be digitalized and real-time service systems modernized  
 for citizens.

● The process of initial registration of assets to be completed in all cadastral areas  
 of the coast.

● Digitization of the cadaster that will transform the cadastral service into an   
 accessible service for citizens thanks to just a click in e-albania.

CONSOLIDATING THE IMAGE AND ROLE OF ALBANIA

We will continue to strengthen the image of a regionally strong Albania that is consid-
ered a serious partner globally. Our foreign policy is based on a clear strategic princi-
ple and on the inalienable strategic alliance with the United States of America and the 
European Union countries.

Our foreign policy will continue to be guided by the principles of predictability, sus-
tainability and continuity, focusing on the mission of protecting and advancing nation-
al interests, conflict prevention, contributing to peace, stability and strengthening the 
democratic order in our region and beyond.

Our commitment to NATO aims to strengthen Albania's position as a country that con-
tributes to the collective security structures in the Euro-Atlantic space and as an ally 
that takes equal responsibility in meeting complex challenges, in order to preserve 
and consolidate the architecture of European security and peace wherever the 
alliance contributes.

On June 11, 2021 Albania was elected a non-permanent member of the UN Security 
Council for the period 2022-2023. The election of Albania for the first time as a 
non-permanent member of the Security Council is a result of the assessment of the 

stability and constructiveness of our country's foreign policy, as well as the suc-
cessful lobbying campaign of more than 10 years.

Making the best use of this opportunity by leaving positive traces during our service 
in the Security Council remains a major challenge for the Foreign Service of the 
Republic of Albania and for the institutions that will cooperate in this process.

● Strengthening the positive perception, predictability and credibility of Albania's  
 foreign policy.

● Strengthening and intensifying relations with partner countries and    
 organizations, through joint and coordinated work on specific topics.

● Establishing contacts with countries and organizations that have not been in the  
 focus of our foreign policy, further use of these contacts in the service of   
 achieving the long-term objectives of our country's foreign policy.

● Strengthening and factoring as much as possible the position of the Republic of  
 Kosovo in the international arena.

DEFENDING THE INTERESTS OF ALL ALBANIANS 

Our foreign and especially regional policy is based on inalienable principles of mutual respect.

The creation of a common pan-Albanian space in the heart of the family of European 
nations, in full respect of the rights of neighboring countries and in full compliance 
with their sovereignty or sound international principles is a long-term project of the 
Albanian state.

Kosovo is already an irreversible geopolitical reality and its rapid recognition will serve 
to break away from the time of ethnic violence that has haunted the Balkans for a cen-
tury, opening a new era of cooperation in the region. Advancing the rights of Alba-
nians throughout the region, as well as increasing regional cooperation in line with the 
commitments of the Open Balkans or the Berlin Process, is a constant priority of our 
foreign policy.

● We are committed to strengthening regional cooperation through the   
 Open Balkans and the Berlin Process liaison and investment package.

● We lobby more strongly for the rapid recognition of Kosovo by all countries   
 of the world and for its acceptance as a country with full rights in the UN.

● The annual meeting of the Albania-Kosovo governments is expanded to include  
 around the table Albanians from all over the region.

EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

In 2014, Albania received the status of candidate country, after meeting the condi-
tions in 5 key areas: public administration reform, justice reform, fight against corrup-
tion, fight against organized crime and respect for fundamental rights. We have made 
steady progress in all the priorities set by the EU year after year. As a result of these 
achievements, in March 2020 the European Union took the decision to open member-
ship negotiations with Albania, the last step before full integration. 

Albania's task is to move even faster in the next four years, in order for Albanian 
citizens to see a clear date when this whole process can be finalized with Albania as a 
member of the European Union.

● Holding the first Intergovernmental Conference on EU integration and following  
 the recommendations for each stage.

● Advancing the Open Balkans initiative: we continue to work to follow the   
 implementation of the concluded agreements.

SAFE ALBANIA

What we inherited was a Police, which managed to cover only 55% of the territory. A 
Police with 70% of depreciated assets and the vast majority of staff not meeting the 
physical norms and without higher education. We inherited a Police that was a corrupt 
and outdated weapon, a police that belonged only to men, clans and that, more than 
fighting crime, flirted with it. For all these reasons, the State Police was the most 
despised institution, least appreciated by Albanians in all surveys conducted.

In the span of a few years, the State Police has become the institution that enjoys the 
highest trust of the public. What happened? Today the State Police controls 100% of the 
territory, from Tirana to the most remote village. Today the State Police is a modern 
weapon, with a fleet of fully modern vehicles which does not run out of fuel in pursuit 
of the perpetrator, and with a well-qualified and highly educated staff.

Consequently, Albania has registers 2.5 times less murders per year. They are still many, 
but far fewer than before. Albania today registers twice less fatal accidents. They are still 
a lot for the Albania we want, but much less than before. Albania records far fewer inju-
ries, robberies resulting in death, burglary of apartments, theft of vehicles, rape or 
domestic crimes. They are still a lot for the Albania we want, but the change is epochal.

The State Police is the one that in the last two years has destroyed 30 organized crime 
groups and has handcuffed 103 members of these groups. Also, from less than one 

million Euros of criminal assets confiscated in 2013, today it takes away from the 
hands of crime tens of millions of Euros per year. In 2025, with the completion of Vetting 
in the State Police, our major objective is that of an Albania without criminal groups, 
without strongmen and bandits, a country that is ranked in the average of EU countries 
in terms of security.

● Intensified battle in the fight against crime in general and organized crime in  
 particular, in the investigation and prosecution of illegal assets and assets   
 related to crime, by increasing the capacity of structures and starting work for  
 the adoption of the new Criminal Code by September 2021.

● Ensuring full control of the territory, especially against illegal constructions   
 through the use of technology and significant investments in modern intelligent  
 systems for monitoring illegal activities and for signaling danger.

● Drafting the law that provides and expands the access of the State Police to the  
 registers of bank accounts, to the register of beneficial owners, to real estate,  
 notaries, suspicious transactions, as well as to the databases of taxes and customs. 

● Increased road safety by starting work on changes to the road code and to   
 increase investment in traffic monitoring systems and digitization of processes  
 related to vehicle users and their behavior.

"Good governance is what guides us to lead ourselves," says Goethe.

Therefore, a very important principle for the Socialist Party is that in the second mandate 
of co-government it will continue to be the axis of the third mandate in a more structured 
form, where the partnership with every Albanian, where the voice of women and men, 
of young people and the elderly will be a companion of the governing team as a guarantee 
of transparency, but also of regular measurement of Government performance.
